Whereas, the Congress of the United States has duly submltte,
to the leglslatures of the several States the following proposed
amendment to the Constitution of the United States:
“Article —, section 1. The right. of citizens of the Umte‘
States to vote shall not be denied or abridged by the United Stat
or by any State on account of sex. 4
“Section 2. Congress shall have power to enforce the provi
sions of this article by appropriate legislation”; therefore, be it
Resolved by the General Assembly of the State of Virgiri
(the House and Senate concurring), That the proposed amendmer
to the Constitution of the United States be, and hereby is, rejecte
as an unwarranted, unnecessary, undemocratic and dangerous ir
terference with the rights reserved to the States or to the peo
in both State and Federal Constitutions; and be it further
Resolved, That a copy of this resolution be forwarded to th
Secretary of the United States as the expressed will of the peop
of Virginia as registered in their Constitution and by their electe
representatives in the General Assembly, to retain the fundame
rights of local self-government vested in the States or in the peo
and be it further
Resolved, That we call upon our sister States of the Uni
uphold and defend the rights of each State to decide who
vote for its own officers, and to oppose and reject any amend
to the Constitution of the United States that would transfer
trol of the State franchises to the IFederal Congress withou
consent of the people themselves as duly exercised under
several State constitutions.
